THE movie world was 
rocked last night, after 
it was revealed that a 
complete unknown has 
scooped cinema’s most 
coveted role – as all-
action heart-throb spy, 
James Bond. 

Astonishingly, charity chief 
Alis-tair Tomuk, 43, is to take 
over from current 007 Daniel 
Craig once filming for in-progress 
Bond blockbuster Quantum of 
Solace ceases shooting in the 
autumn. A Bond insider said that 
skilled pilot, horseman and sailor 
Tomuk was the right man to take 
Ian Fleming’s legendary British 
spy “to the next level”. 

Stroud-based Dad of two Tomuk 
– who founded student-help charity 
[company name here] – said last night 
that he was “flabbergasted” to learn of 
his shock casting. 

“I got whisked up to the outer 
troposphere recently on a thermal 
while gliding, and after I piloted
